Background
The California Product Stewardship Council (CPSC) is an organization of California local governments and associations whose mission is “to shift California’s product waste management system from one focused on government funded and ratepayer financed waste diversion to one that relies on producer responsibility in order to reduce public costs and drive improvements in product design that promote environmental sustainability”. 5. Educate elected and appointed officials and other decision-makers on the benefits of EPR for local government.

The CPSC Board of Director’s main objectives are policy direction, outreach and education, and fund development.  The basic commitment for each board member is:

· Attend every Associates call, Board of Director’s Meeting, Board Annual Retreat, and Annual Membership Meeting.

· Actively participate in at least one major project or on the Policy Committee

· As a Director, you represent your independent professional opinions, not necessarily that of your employer.

· Make an annual personal contribution of $50 and raise as much as possible from other sources.

· Commit to attend as many special program events as possible such as CPSC sponsored workshops.
