1. Of those surveyed, 28% supported bans of hazardous products and packaging

5. 95% support Bans, Take Backs, advance recovery fees, or some combination of these.

1. 45% support Take Back at stores that sell hazardous products.
2. 33% support some hazardous materials be collected by the trash collections franchise

3. 29% conceptually support more fee-for-service hazardous  materials drop-off locations
4. 88% support more convenient opportunities for disposal of household hazardous wastes.
