Re: Rechargeable Battery and Cell Phone Recycling

The County of San Bernardino reminds businesses that batteries cannot be disposed of in the regular trash. However there are two ways businesses can recycle batteries, alkaline and rechargeable. The first is a FREE service offered by Call2Recycle, their program offers provides all collection containers and collateral materials, and pays all shipping and recycling costs. Call2Recycle also can supply participants with detailed collection reports, as well as Certificates of Recycling. The transport and recycling of used rechargeable batteries and cell phones are in full compliance with the U.S. DOT and the Universal Waste Rule. 

Rechargeable batteries accepted by Call2Recycle are: Nickel Cadmium, Nickel Metal Hydride, Nickel Zinc, Lithium Ion and Small Sealed Lead weighing less than 11 lbs/ 5 kg each. To sign up please contact 1-877-723-1297 or visit their website, www.call2recycle.org 
For those non-rechargeable batteries, the Solid Waste Management Division is pleased to offer collection containers for used household batteries to businesses in the UNICORPORATED areas of San Bernardino County. Battery types include AAA, AA, C, D, Alkaline and Lithium. Please contact Olivia Sanchez with the Solid Waste Management Division, to obtain a collection container for used alkaline batteries only call (909)386-8762 or email, osanchez@swm.sbcounty.gov . 
 
To properly dispose of alkaline batteries the County of San Bernardino Fire Department’s Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator (CESQG) program for business waste can be utilized, however this service is not free.
